REGULATION CHANGES  WITH  EFFECT FROM 2001/2

Introduction of M Eng & B Eng Programmes in Microelectronics and Photonics

New M Res in Psychology

New Court Resolution for M.Phys published this year.

Terminology changed to reflect revised Academic Approvals structure – Teaching learning and Assessment Committee, Faculty Business Committees etc.

Senate Regulation 3 amended – previously direct entry 2nd year students could graduate with apparently 120 fewer credits than others.  This was resolved in 2001/2 by this changed regulation which allows for the award of up to 120 advanced standing credits so that students graduate with the same number of credits as others. This changed Regulation now no longer specifies students in ‘Pure Science’ so can be applied to Arts students as well.  (These credits are awarded towards a particular degree programme, and can be removed if the student changes programme – at the discretion of the Faculty Business Committee)

Regulation F. 40 Limitation of Studies (n.b. although this regulation appeared in print for the first time in 01-02 editions, it came into effect immediately upon being passed by TLA in Sept 2000.)

Full-time

– (b) must have gained 160 (previously 140) credits after 2 years as matric student

– (c) must have gained 240 (previously 180) credits after 3 years as matric student

Part-time  

-  (c) must complete the requirements for General Degree after 9 (previously 8) years of study 

Divinity Regulations

Amended to accommodate removal of B D General Degree (4 year)

They were further amended to reflect module numbering (removing spelled out titles)

Regulation F 7 – amount of Credits required increased to 220 credits (previously 200) in fulfillment of Divinity Regulation 3.

Medical Science Regulations

Amended to ensure successful completion of all classes prior to progression to next year and amended to reflect current practice with regard to Class Certificate and format of assessment.

Added further Medical Science II module to Regulation G. 10  - Assessing Medical Evidence
