REGULATION CHANGES WITH EFFECT FROM 2002/3

Full-time study – defined to include equivalent period of part-time study

Terminology amended “Second level” becomes  “2000 level” etc – years of study amended to numbers of semesters of study

Permission to Proceed regulations incorporated – therefore previous regulations referring to Certificates of Due Performance are removed.

Note new Regulation 20 explicitly state students who fail reassessment aren’t eligible for further reassessment (except under Limitations rules)

Regulation 1 – date at which student considered mature changed to 1 September (from 1 October)

Regulation 2 – Credit Transfer – maximum amount of credits possible defined as 240 credits (not explicit before)
Regulation 4 – no longer includes students eligible under 3 (with advanced standing credits) in this regulation
Regulation 25 – changed from 120 credits in 2nd or Honours modules to include requirement for 80 credits at 2000 level and at least 60 credits at 3000 level for General Degree (for students entering the University in 2002/3)

Removal of Regulations about Special Degree – no longer possible (for students entering in 2002/3) to achieve a Special Degree

Regulation 26 – now includes explicit ref to 200 credits for B Sc in Chemical Sciences

Regulation 29 – new regulation referring to new degree M Math

Regulation 31 – new regulation referring to new degree of M Eng
