REGULATION CHANGES WITH EFFECT FROM 2003/4

New Court Resolution for D Eng, M Eng & B Eng

Definitions:  Fuller definition of ‘full-time study’ and ‘Honours Programme’ 

Regulation I A I – This regulation was split into 1,2 & 3 to include the General Entrance Requirement (1) and then spell out that Faculty Entrance is in addition to that (2) and that these may be waived for mature students (3).

Various amendments and conflations which don’t substantively alter content.

New Regulation 16 – students absent for a 2 year period may be required to reapply for admission – Discretion of Dean of Faculty amount and nature of credit to be awarded for previous study

New Regulation 23 now stipulates at a student must have gained 180 credits in this University to be eligible for any degree (not explicit before). Exceptions may be made at discretion of Dean.

New Regulation 27 now specifies that in order to gain an Honours degree students require 90 credits in 4000 level modules (in compliance with SQA)

Old Regulations 27 & 28 which refer to 540 credit Masters programmes are removed – no further reference to 540 credit integrated Masters programmes. (No students allowed into these programmes from 2003/4 entry onwards)

New Reg 37 d) – now sets time limit for part-time honours students as twice the period for full-time students.

Arts Regulations
A. 1. Students now require to pass SQA standard grade at 3 or better (updating terminology and adding pass level)

Science Regulations 

A.1.
Students now need Credit level passes at SQA Standard Grade or its equivalent in Chemistry, Physics and Maths along with a Higher grade pass (or GCSE A level pass) in at least one of the following subjects: Biology, Chemistry, Geography, Mathematics, Physics) (updating terminology)

C General Degree

Now require 180 credits rather than 160 credits gained in Science Regulations 2 (i) – (ii)

E. 7 – amended so that students may be required to transfer to the corresponding Honours BSc or B Eng programme in any year rather than as previously ‘first Honours year’.

New Regulation 9 – permitting transfer from Science Masters programmes to corresponding Honours Bachelors programmes with permission of the Dean.
