Supervisor and Director of Postgraduate Research endorsement

Formal approval for PGR student application for participation in PGR mobility co-ordinated by the Global Office requires supervisor and DoPGR support. Mobility is available at selected partners, outlined on our website here: 

To be eligible, PGR students must:

1. Be enrolled full-time on a full St Andrews PGR programme. PGR students on co-tutelles or whose principal supervisor is at another institution are not eligible, nor are students on one-year research programmes.

2. Have completed at least one full year of your programme and have satisfied progress requirements set out in the Progress Review Policy.

3. Not be within a continuation period (at point of application, or during the planned mobility).

4. Have the support of their supervisor/s and the School’s Director of Postgraduate Research.

Funded applicants must be aware of and comply with regulations from research councils or funders.

Depending on the intended host institution, duration can be from 4 weeks to 1 year. Schools remain responsible for normal annual progress review processes if such review falls within the period of mobility.

Participants must have identified a relevant academic contact at the host institution who is willing to act in a supervisorial capacity, or as an academic contact for their research. The selection of this contact should have been discussed with the supervisor/s and approved in advance of application.
