We encourage you to discuss your application with the Pro Dean of Arts & Divinity (Curriculum) or the Registry Officer (Student Support).
If your Home Institution is William and Mary you must seek their permission before applying to a St Andrews degree programme.
Programme Requirements
To apply for transfer from the BA International Honours programme to a St Andrews degree programme, you must be able to satisfy all of the programme requirements for your intended degree. 
The credits and grades you have received so far at St Andrews will be used towards your St Andrews degree should your application be successful. However, there is no guarantee that credit obtained at William and Mary will transfer in full to a St Andrews degree programme, so you may need to take more time to meet St Andrews programme requirements.
Applications
To apply to transfer you need to submit the application to transfer to a St Andrews degree programme form electronically to bainthons@st-andrews.ac.uk by Friday of Week 5 of Semester 2 at the latest.
